· Alliteration is the repetition of sounds (not just letters) usually consonants at the beginnings of words or accented syllables.

Example:




Lazy lions lounged in the local library
· Two types of alliteration are ______________________ and ______________________

-Consonance:  the repetition of consonant  sounds preceded by different vowel sounds.



Example:



Rex Fox fixes six saxophones
-Assonance:  the repetition of identical vowel ___________ sounds followed by different consonant sounds.

Unruly unicorns upend urns of ultramarine umbrellas. 
Note:  The word “unicorns” does not have the same sound as the other words.

-give a musical effect

-entertain us/make us laugh
-help us remember something/focus on an idea
- reinforce a mood or feeling
Example:  

The repetition of the letter “s” can make the tone of a line, or even poem, sound suspicious.

Fluid sounds like m’s, n’s, r’s, and l’s sound more musical and flowing.

Hard sounds like k’s, p’s, d’s, and t’s can make lines sound angry or hard.

slimy specter of want, hunger, destitution, and pestilence.”  He repeated the “s” sound in the words “stalks,” 







(impact of alliteration)

“slimy,” “specter,” and “pestilence” because he wanted his audience to hear the slithering hiss of a snake and 

               connect that sound with FDR.
